Quee r is the word embraced by the ben t members of Generation X to be an 
inclusive label ; queer includes gays , lesbia11s, trilnsse xuals. bisexuals am J 
transvestites ; anyone who. to one degree or another, is not entirely straight. 
Queer used to be an insult , but we've taken it back and 111.ide it our own . 
Queer is be.iutiful . glamorous , hideous , progressive , and perhaps just a little bot 
dangerous . 

The concep t of "queer" as we use it today seems lo have emerged in the United 
States in the late SO's. By 1990 the ac tivist g roup Queer Nation had embraced 
the word , and emp loyed it in confrontationa l demonstrations such as their 
SHOP campaign (Suburban Heterosexual Ou treach Progrilm, in which kissin!J 
dyke ;ind fag coup les would descend en masse on malls and main streets to 
shoc k the straigh ts out of their compla cency) , as well as in s tickers, pamphlets, 
and other provocative propaganda :-

On Nove mbe,· 1st 1997 at least 1000 people seized Enrnore Rd in 
Newtown as a display of people power geared towards supporting 
better public transport, improved conditions for walkers, cyclists 
and skateboarders, more urban leisure space, livable neighbourhoods 
and reopening the streets for humans. 

Reclaim The Streets is the collective responsible for this new
